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In Europethere havebeenthree basicvocationaltrainingmodels,
on which current systemshave been shaping(Great Britain, France
andGermany). Thesemodelsarebasedon the will to providecitizens
with specific productive processesrather than theoretical ones .
However,this educationalprocessposesproblemsfor VETstudents
when they want to continue to higher education(university)due to
the methodologicaldifferencesbetweenthe two educationallevelsor
when they want to participatein verydemandingwork environments
where an error can lead to seriousdelaysin the achievementof the
objectives.

Given this situation, we have implemented a high performance
internshipsystemfor studentsof middlevocationaltrainingcoursesin
a network of Technology-BasedResearchCentersand Companies.
This internship system allows a significant increase in the
employability of participating students by providing them with a
fundamentalexperiencein the highly demandingwork environment
and enhancingthe value of their curriculum. It also arousesthe
interest of these young people to accesshigher education. All this
thanks to a TRAININGPROGRAMIN HIGHTECHNOLOGYCENTERS
(FCT)that will develop scientific and educationalcompetenciesby
improvingthe trainingof VETfor work.
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The multiplier events are carried out with the ultimate
objective of establishing communication between VET
centersand high-tech centers; to encourageboth of them to
join this network or create their own internationalnetworks
that improvestudents'abilities. Theseeventsare basedon a
participatorymethodologyin which not only the resultswill
be presented,but also the agentswill learn to use the new
methodologyandadaptit to their needs.
